 MARCH – THANK YOU FBC family for being faithful in giving and EXCEEDING our Annie 

Armstrong Offering goal of $5,000.  You have given $9,995.00!!   

 APRIL – THANK YOU again for the wonderful response to our WINTER COAT AND 

UNDERWEAR DRIVE for Bluefield, VA.  Thirty-five, 13 gallon bags of coats, jackets,  

sleeping bags, sweaters and underwear were delivered to the church in Bluefield, VA to 

distribute to those in need. 

 MAY – You also brought in new shoes (all sizes) for the children in Bluefield.  There were 

41 pairs of shoes for the girls and 24 pairs of shoes for the boys!  Our YOUTH worked at 

the annual CATFISH FESTIVAL on May 21.  They were in charge of children’s activities 

and used this opportunity for VBS outreach.  Thank you for supporting the youth! 

 JUNE – Our YOUTH mission trip to Bluefield, VA changed to the Birmingham, AL area to 

help with the cleanup after the devastating tornadoes of April 27.  Two of our FBC adult 

couples delivered the clothes and shoes to Bluefield and helped paint a school while 

they were there. 

 JULY – The Missions Committee and the Evangelism Committee worked with the FBC 

staff to help organize and assist with the July 4th BLOCK PARTY held on July 3rd.  This 

was an outreach activity for our community.  Thank you for helping and making this a 

successful event, even with the hot temperature. 

 AUGUST – This month we will collect the items needed by the ABCH (Alabama Baptist 

Children’s Home) in Decatur.  Many of the children nurtured there are from Jackson 

County.  Items needed are washing detergent, paper goods, Neosporin and Tylenol.
